No. F. 2-1-2009-XX1I-P-2.—The following draft of amendment in the Madhya Pradesh Panchayat Samvida
Shala Shikshak (Employment and Conditions of Contract) Rules 2005, which the State Government proposes to
make in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of Section 95 read with sub-section (2) of Section 70
of the Madhya Pradesh Panchayati Raj Avam Gram Swaraj Adhiniyam, 1993 (S. No. 1, year 1994} is being published

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affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said draft of amendment shall be taken into consideration afier
thirty days from the date of publication of this notice in the Madhya Pradesh Gazette.

DRAFT AMENDMENT
In the said rules,—
1. Afier rule-7 the following rule shall be inserted, namely :—

“7-A Special provision for the appointment on the post of Samvida Shala Shikshak Grade-3 from persent
working Guruji and Supervisors of Madhya Pradesh Education Guarantee Scheme and Instructors
and Supervisors of erstwhile Government Non Formal Education centers,—

)] The present working Guruji and Supervisors of Madhya Pradesh Education Guarantee Scheme
and Instructors and Supervisors of erstwhile Government Non Formal Education centres may
be appointed on the post of Samvida Shala Shikshak Grade-3.

(2) For the appointment under sub-rule (1), the candidate should pass the eligibility examination
conducted by such an agency as may be specified by the order of the State Government.

3) For appearing in the examination under sub-rule (2) the candidate should posses the qualification
as prescribed in column (5) against serial number 3 of Schedule-1I of these rules.

4) After the appointment on the post of Samvida Shala Shikshak Grade-3 the candidate shall get
the same contract amount as prescribed in these rules or as they were getting on the previous
post, which ever is more.

(5) The maximum age limit should not be more than 62 years for said appointment.
©) After the appointment under this rule, the other service conditions shall be such as prescribed
in these rules.”.

2. In Schedule-TI, in serial number 3, under the heading *“note (a) Qualifications™ for clause (4), the following
clause shall be substituted, namely —

“(4) The Honorary Teachers appointed for Government schools and part time teacher of vocational Education
shall be given twelve years relaxation in maximum age limit of 35 years.”.
